Check-in 
Roar & Snore Safari check-in is from 4:15 to 5:00 PM in the Preferred Parking section of the Safari Park 

parking lot (above row 1). Starting at 4:15, Roar & Snore Safari guests may park in the Preferred Parking 

section at no additional charge. Please bring your luggage from your vehicle to the check-in area. 

Any additional guests not enrolled in Roar & Snore Safari will not be admitted to the program.
